 “THE ROARING LION!” [image: image3.wmf]
OVERVIEW: Children will learn about the reality of Satan and how Jesus has already defeated him at Calvary.

PREPARATION: You will need one of the following items to build a “wall”:  blocks, plastic cups, Lego’s, dominoes, or a Jenga game (see icebreaker).  You will also need a balloon for each child (and a few extras for accidents), markers, a large safety pin, your NIV Bible and the Children’s Prayer Notebook.

BIBLE STORY & VERSE: (For teaching the lesson and for memorization) Revelation 12:7-9; 1 Peter 5:8-9a, Ephesians 6:12.  (It’s important that you teach from a translation that the children will understand.  Many of us are more familiar with KJV, but the NIV is easier for a child to understand.)

ICEBREAKER: Build your wall by either stacking blocks, plastic cups, Lego’s, dominoes etc., or use a “Jenga” game.  (You will need to experiment with what works best depending on your wall.  You can have the children try to knock down the cup wall by blowing on it.  They can throw a small ball or a piece of aluminum foil formed into a Ping-Pong sized ball at the building blocks or dominoes.  Or you can play a game of “Jenga.”)  After the children have built the wall, give them each an opportunity to knock it down.  Then rebuild it for the next child.  This should be a lot of fun.  
READ: “THE ROARING LION!” Bible Story 
(on the other side)
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PRAYER:  

1. For people who don’t know Jesus yet.  (family, friends…)
2. For protection for your family and for Satan to be kept out of your home.  (by fighting, disobeying, losing your temper, saying mean things, etc.)
3. For your church members and leaders, that Satan will not be able to attack them.


Say:  Every time you disobey God, it’s like letting Satan knock down a block on your wall of protection.  Sometimes you think you are safe and Satan can’t touch you or knock down your wall and then you sin.  You say or do something that displeases God and another section of your wall of protection falls.  Listen to what the Bible has to say:

Read:  Revelation 12:7-9

Say:  “There was a war in heaven.”  The Bible tells us that Satan started out as one of God’s highest angels, beautiful, powerful, wise.  His name was “Light-bearer” or “Lucifer.”  He also  became proud and wanted to become God himself.  He was not satisfied with fighting against God himself.  He wanted as many people as possible to join his side in the war.  In the end, he hoped God’s power would tumble to the ground, like the icebreaker game we just played.  Satan wants people to rebel against God as he did.  He wants many people on his side, not because he loves them but because he wants people to share his sufferings.  He is never happier than when he has spoiled someone’s life.  Remember:  

GOD LOVES YOU AND ALWAYS WANTS YOUR GOOD.

SATAN HATES YOU AND ALWAYS WANTS YOUR HARM.

Say:  When you become a Christian, Satan is not happy.  You have promised that you will follow and obey Jesus.  That means Satan is your enemy.  Just because you cannot see him doesn’t mean he’s not real.  He’s not dressed up in red and has horns either.  He is real, but you do not need to be afraid of Satan.  He is not as strong as God and he cannot be everywhere at once like God can.  Jesus won over him completely when He died on the cross at Calvary and rose from the dead.  You can stop Satan from doing what he wants because of the power of Jesus.  

Read:  1 Peter 5:8-9a

Say:  

1. What does this verse say about Satan?  (That Satan is your enemy.)

2. What is he like?  (A roaring lion, looking for people to destroy.)

3. Should you be afraid of him?  (No, God is much stronger.)

4. What should you do when Satan attacks you?  (Resist him; say no to whatever he wants you to do; Remember that you believe in Jesus and He is on your side; stand firm in that faith.) 


BIBLE MEMORY VERSE: “For our struggle is not against flesh and blood (people) but against…the powers of this dark world (Satan).”  Ephesians 6:12











ACTIVITY: “BALLOON-A-WAY”


Give each child a balloon.  (Either blow it up in advance, or do it now as part of your activity.)  Give them a marker and let them gently draw the face of an angry, ugly lion.  Let the children roar with their balloons.  


Say:  Jesus is so much more powerful than Satan.  Compared to Jesus, Satan is so weak.  As you take your turn, I want you to say:  “In the name of Jesus, go away, Satan.  I belong to Jesus.”  Give each child a safety pin to burst their balloons.  (Leader, reserve your lion-faced balloon to use during your return to the Life group later.)





RETURN:  Return to the Life Group and recite the Bible Memory Verse.  Give the safety pin to the Life Group Leader or another adult.  Bring out the un-popped balloon and tell the adults that even though Satan is like a roaring lion seeking who he may devour, those of us who know Jesus, have His power to resist Satan.  Have the whole group say:  “In the name of Jesus, go away, Satan!  I belong to Jesus.”  And then pop the balloon!  The children then join the adults in the prayer and fellowship time.
