The Good life! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of November 7-13, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What was the first paying job you ever had?” This week, we are beginning a new series titled, “Get ‘Rich’ Quick.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read I Tim. 6:6-9, 17-19.
In the passage we are discussing today, the Apostle, Paul is writing to some wealthy Christians in the 1st century.  These were men & women of means. They were focused on making money and having money, which is why Paul had to remind them that money can be gone in an instant. He even wrote that “the love of money is the root of all evil.” With all of their wealth, these believers were missing out on the “good life” that God wanted for them.  So, let’s think about what Paul wrote to those 1st century Christians and how to live the real “good life” that the Lord wants us to live.

1. How is it to our advantage to have godly contentment?

2. Why do you think Paul said it is a temptation and a trap to want to get rich?
3. Is there a difference between enjoying money and being a lover of money?
 These next questions can be discussed in your groups of 2 or 3 (men’s groups and women’s groups):

4. When have you struggled the most financially?
5. Why do you think we sometimes have difficulty discussing money matters with others?
6. What’s one thing you think you would like to learn as a result of this “Get ‘Rich’ Quick” series?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
2. Celebration will be having a Women’s Victory Retreat on Nov. 12th & 13th at Camp Living Waters. The cost is $50. Victory Weekend is an excellent way to help you experience freedom in Christ. It moves you into an understanding of the damage of strongholds such as bitterness, resentment and sinful habits that keep us defeated. You can be set free.
