Life Group Agenda for the week of November 14-20, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “At what age did you get your first credit card offer?” This week, we are continuing the series titled, “Get ‘Rich’ Quick.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read I Tim. 6:6-10, 17-19 & 2 Kings 4:1-7.
If you’ve ever been stressed out about money or had too much month at the end of your money, then this discussion is for you! The truth is, we’ve all faced financial issues or problems in life. The Good news is that God knew that we would have these problems and decided to give us financial principles to live by in His word. Did you know that there are 2,350 verses in the Bible that deal with money and possessions? Did you know that nearly half of Jesus’ parables are about possessions? In fact, Jesus had more to say about money than about heaven and hell combined. That’s amazing! So, let’s dive into our discussion and see what we can learn from the Lord and one another.
1. Looking at these two passages of scripture, what would you say are some of God’s financial principles?

2. How is owing someone money like being their slave?
3. What is the miracle in the 2 Kings passage? 
 These next questions can be discussed in your groups of 2 or 3 (men’s groups and women’s groups):

4. What are some things that people think are necessities but we could really do without and save money?
5. In this week’s sermon, we talked about work, honesty, saving, living within our incomes, and staying focused. Which of these is most difficult for you and why?

6. What steps from this week’s sermon do you plan to take to improve your financial situation?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
2. Talk to your Life Group about attending the Citywide Thanksgiving Service on Sunday, November 21, 2001 at 6pm at Franklin Avenue Baptist Church. Our own Pastor, Dennis Watson, will be preaching the message and there will be great worship and prayer in addition. 
3.  Crown Groups are a great way to learn and put into practice Biblical financial principles. Contact your community or campus pastor to find out about Crown groups in your area. 
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
