Life Group Agenda for the week of November 21-27, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What was your first ‘real job’ and how long did it last?” This week, we are continuing the series titled, “Get ‘Rich’ Quick.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read I Tim. 6:17-19 & Deut. 15:7-11.
“Generosity is the habit of giving freely without expecting anything in return. It can involve offering time, assets or talents to aid someone in need. Often equated with charity as a virtue, generosity is widely accepted in society as a desirable trait.” (Wikipedia)
Proverbs 22:9 says that he who is generous will be blessed. God has given us the greatest example of generosity the world has ever seen in that He GAVE His one and only son so that we might have eternal life. Let’s talk about generosity:

1. Can you describe a time when someone was generous towards you? How did it make you feel?
2. According to our Bible passages for today, what are some reasons that we should be generous?
3. Why do you think God blesses generosity?  
4. Why do we sometimes become “tight-fisted?” What role does selfishness play?

5. What can a person do to become more generous? How is gratitude a factor in our generosity?
6. What can you do this week to exhibit a generous spirit?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
2. Can you think of ways that your groups can take the concepts of generosity and gratitude “to the streets?” What are some ways you can exhibit generosity as a group? 
3.  Crown Groups are a great way to learn and put into practice Biblical financial principles. Contact your community or campus pastor to find out about Crown groups in your area. 
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
