Life Group Agenda for the week of November 28-Dec 4, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Can you tell us something you looked forward to as a kid (besides Christmas)?” This week, we are continuing the series titled, “Get ‘Rich’ Quick.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read I Tim. 6:6-8 & Philippians 4:10-20.
“It is better to want what you have than to have what you want.” This statement is so true, yet so hard to live by. Contentment can be elusive to us at times and primarily because of our own selfishness. The Apostle Paul, once again, gives us great insight into what it means to be content. In the passages for our discussion today, we see that it is possible to be content, even when our circumstances would tell us otherwise. 
1. In these passages, what does Paul say should make us content? Do you agree with him? Why?

2. What would you say is the greatest challenge to people today being able to be content?
3. Is the Lord concerned that we be content? Why or why not?
4. What are some things in your life that have made you discontent?  
5. What can you do to pause and give thanks even when you’re unhappy? In other words, what are some ways that you can express your thankfulness to the Lord?
6. How can getting in the habit of being thankful change your life?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
