“O, Come Let Us Adore HIM!”
OVERVIEW: Children will understand who JESUS really is by looking at the different names of Jesus.

PREPARATION: Use the attached pictures to give the children a deeper understanding of Jesus’ purpose at Christmas; you can print them in color and put each one on an index card; you will also need your NIV Bible and the Children’s Prayer Notebook.

BIBLE STORY & VERSE: Matthew 1:21

ICEBREAKER: One by one, have the children tell each other the first letter of their middle name.  Have the children try to guess what that name is.   Remind the children that our parents loved us and named us that name for a special reason.  Therefore, we need to be proud of our names, first and middle!
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(Lamb) Name of Jesus: The Lamb of God—A lamb is a baby sheep.  In Jesus’ times, they would kill a lamb, a perfect, spotless lamb, as an offering to God for their sins.  The Bible teaches that Jesus is our Lamb of God—who takes away the sins of the world.  John 1:29


(Crown)  Name of Jesus: The King of Kings and Lord of Lords—Of all the names of Jesus, none describes His power and majesty better than King of Kings and Lord of Lords.  That means He is above all other kings and rulers who ever lived.  Jesus needs to be obeyed.  He loves those who love and obey Him and hates those who hate and disobey Him.  1 Timothy 6:15


(Cross)  Name of Jesus:  Savior—When Christmas arrives, we love to open up our presents.  We know that Christmas is about God’s love for us by Him sending us His son, Jesus.  We sometimes forget that Jesus is the greatest gift anyone could receive at Christmas.  The main reason Jesus was born was because we needed a Savior; someone to save us from our sins.  Jesus was punished in our place by dying on the cross.  God gave us His Son as a free gift to make us right with Him.  Just like the present under the tree, salvation is given to us freely.  We don’t earn it, but we can receive it as a gift God has given us because of our faith in His Son.  Romans 5:8





BIBLE MEMORY VERSE: “And you are to give Him the name, Jesus, for He will save His people from their sins.”  Matthew 1:21








RETURN:  Return to the Cell Group. Have the children review the ornaments and explain to the adults in one or two words, what they stand for.  Sing to the tune of “O, Come all Ye Faithful”—The phrase O, COME LET US ADORE HIM over and over two or three times. Children then join the adults in the prayer and fellowship time.





(Baby in a Manger) Name of Jesus: Emmanuel—which means “God with us.”  Jesus is truly God yet He came to earth as a baby to grow up one day to die for our sins.  The name Emmanuel shows how much God loves us by coming down from heaven to save us.  Matthew 1:23


(Door) Name of Jesus: The Door—A door let us go in and out of a place.  There is only one way to enter the door to heaven and be saved and that’s through Jesus.  If we enter through the door of believing in Jesus, He promises to take care of us here on earth and give us a home in heaven.  John 10:9


(Vine)  Name of Jesus: The True Vine—Have you ever cut a branch off a Christmas Tree?  What happened?  Well, just as with Jesus, we need to be connected to the main trunk of the tree to keep on growing.  He gives us all we need, if we stay connected to Him.  John 15:5


(Water)  Name of Jesus:  The Giver of Living Water—Just like being thirsty for water, we all have a spiritual thirst, too.  That thirst comes from our need to know God and His gift for us—Jesus.  When we put our trust in Jesus, He gives us living water or His Holy Spirit to live in us.  John 4:10


(Candle)  Name of Jesus: The Light of the World—It’s hard to find your way around in the dark, isn’t it.  God gave us His son, Jesus, so that we might have the light of life and no longer live in darkness.  Like Christmas lights that make our trees and houses look pretty, Jesus makes us look beautiful by lighting up our lives.  John 8:12


(Star)  Name of Jesus: The Bright Morning Star—Remember the star that the 3 Wise Men followed to find Jesus?  Jesus is the star we need to follow today by worshiping Him and obeying His Word.  If we follow Him, He will cause His light to shine in our lives.  Revelation 22:16


(Lion)  Name of Jesus: The Lion of the Tribe of Judah—When we think of Jesus at Christmas, we think of that gentle baby in a manger.  But the Bible says Jesus is strong and mighty, the king of all people, just like the lion is the king of all animals.  We know that Jesus was born into a royal tribe of God's people called the Jews.  King David was from this tribe.  Revelation 5:5








PRAYER:  After all the ornaments have been explained, close in pray with the children, thanking God for Jesus, who is the best Christmas gift of all.





ACTIVITY:  Have the children sit back down in a circle.  Say:  Everyone likes to be called by their name. Some of us have a nick name that we use.  Even Jesus has more than one name.  Jesus Christ or Lord Jesus are some of the names we call Jesus. We are going to learn even more about Jesus.  You see, His name is a very special name.  The Bible says that there is NO OTHER name, but JESUS; we can call upon for our salvation.  I’ve got some pictures that tell about Jesus and some of His wonderful names.  Let’s look at some of them.
