Pursuing Peace 

Life Group Agenda for the week of January 30-February 5, 2011
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What is your favorite amusement ride?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Raising the Bar.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. 
Read Galatians 5:22 – 23, John 14:27 and Colossians 3:15
As we continue our corporate study of the Fruit of the Spirit, this week we are looking at peace.  One thing we learned through the sermon this past weekend is, “we can’t have peace without obedience to the Lord – he is the source of peace – obedience is agreement with the Lord – disobedience is disagreement with the Lord.”  Many times surrender to the Lord can be difficult, because we view it from a perspective of defeat instead of empowerment.  It is through surrender that we are then empowered to produce the fruit of the Spirit.  
1. What do this verses tell us about peace, and it’s importance in our lives?

2. Is whether or not we have peace in our lives a choice we make or something that is out of our control?  Why?
3. What are some things in our lives that rob of us our peace?
4. Can anyone share a testimony of a time in your life when you lacked peace, and God brought peace into your heart?

5. In the passage in John, Jesus tells us that He” gives us his peace” and “leaves us His peace.”  Read Matthew 5:9 – What does this verse speak to our day to day actions with those around us?

6. How can we be deliverers of peace in our homes, to our FRANs and others around us?

These next questions can be discussed in your groups of 2 or 3:
7. On a scale of 1-10 with 1 being “total peace” and 10 being “turbulent storm,” what is your peace quotient and why?
8. Where do you need Jesus’ peace in your life, and how can we pray for you to find that peace?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
2. Be praying for the upcoming Team Weekend Worship services.  This will be a great weekend to invite your F.R.A.N.s  
3. Following Team Weekend we will have Outreach Parties in our Life Group communities.  Continue to pray and prepare for these parties, and remember to invite your FRANs!

4. February 5th will be our Leadership Summit.  Pastor Dino Rizzo of Healing Place Church in Baton Rouge will be our guest speaker at the summit.  

5. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
