Kill Them with Kindness
Life Group Agenda for the week of February 13th through February 19, 2011
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What type of cell phone do you have and why?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Raising the Bar.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. 
Read Galatians 5:22-23; Colossians 3:12 .
1. When was something unkind done to you, and how did that unkind act affect you?
2. What were some of the kind and unkind actions in the story of the Good Samaritan (Luke 10:30-37), and what did God have to say about them?
3. What are some ways that kindness and unkindness are demonstrated in our world, and how does both impact you and others?
4. What personal costs did the Good Samaratin give in order to help the man in the parable?  
5. What personal costs are involved in showing kindness to others?
6. What are some tangible ways that I could and should be showing kindness to others, and that our Life Group could and should be showing kindness to others?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
2. Have you registered for the upcoming Women’s Victory Weekend?  Deadline is rapidly approaching to do so.  You can register through your Life Group Leader or the church website.    
3. March 11-12 is the Men’s Victory Weekend

4. Would you like to take a baptism tour?  You can register through your Life Group Leader or on the communication card of the weekend worship guides.

6. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
