Life Group Agenda for the week of February 6th through February 12, 2011 
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Tell us one trait or attribute of yourself using the first letter of your first name.” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Raising the Bar.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. 
Read Galatians 5:22-23; Proverbs 16:32 .
This week we are discussing everyone’s favorite topic, patience!  Let’s be patient with our answers as we are vulnerable and honest with ourselves and one another.  

1. In looking at Proverbs 16:32, why do you think that God values patience so much, and deems patience to be more important than power?
2. What would be the difference in our world/nation/city if people demonstrated more patience?

3. When was a time in the last 3 months where you’ve lost your patience, and who or what caused you to do so?
4. If there is 1 arena in your life where you wished that you had more patience, what arena would that be (and please explain your answer)?
5. What are the consequences of not valuing patience in your life?
These next questions can be discussed in your groups of 2 or 3:
6. In the sermon we learned we need to access the help of the Holy Spirit in order to become more patient, what are some practical steps we can take in order to do so?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?

WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
