Kid’s Slot ~ July 3rd – 9th, 2011 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 


OVERVIEW: Children will learn what why Jesus came into the world and what they can do to let others know about him!
PREPARATION: You will need poster board, markers or crayons.  You will also need your Bible. 

BIBLE STORY & VERSE: Luke 4:18
ICEBREAKER: Ask: Who is your favorite Super Hero? [Batman, Spiderman, Superman, etc]Why?
READ: “Friends tell Friends” Story 

QUESTIONS TO ASK:
1. Why did Luke love going to his cousins’ house? (Because they were best friends and he loved the same things they loved!)
2. What are some of the same things they liked to do together?  (Eat cheese pizza, watch super hero movies, strawberry and grape snowballs, Wii Mario Brothers…)
3. What’s one thing that the cousins didn’t share together?  (Their love of Jesus and going to church…Luke loved Jesus and loved going to church; Samantha and Samuel didn’t)
4. When did Jesus become Luke’s Super Hero? (When he asked him into his heart to be the boss of his life at the end of the school year.)
5. Why didn’t Luke tell his cousins? (Because he thought they just wanted to have fun doing things together. He thought they really wouldn’t be interested in knowing more about Jesus or going to church.)
6. What did Luke find out about his cousins, after all? (That they DID want to know about Jesus and go to church with him.)

Activity: On the poster board, ask the children to write down, ask the children to write down the names of their friends that they could share the Good News about Jesus and ask to come to church with them, like Luke did. Lay hands on the poster board and pray for each of the friends! Bring the poster board back to the Life Group and show the parents for whom the children are praying.
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Luke loved to come to church. In fact, it was one of his favorite things to do all week long. He loved learning new things from the Bible, being with his friends, having fun, making a craft, singing songs about Jesus – well, just about everything!


Now that it was summertime, Luke also loved to sleep as long as he could – well – because he could! Getting up early all during the school year was a drag – but sleeping in was WONDERFUL.

Another thing that Luke loved to do was spend the night over at his cousins’ house. Samantha and her brother Samuel were twins – and the three of them were best friends. They had so much fun together – and even liked the same things! They loved cheese pizza, strawberry and grape snowballs, Wii Mario Brothers games and their favorite - Super Heroes–like Batman, Spiderman, Wolverine, The Green Lantern. If they could, they would spend all night watching super hero movies and eating cheese pizzas – and sometimes they did!

One weekend, when Luke was at a sleepover at their house on a Saturday night instead of a Friday night, he told his cousins that he needed to leave early in the morning because he wanted to go to church. Samantha and Samuel couldn’t believe their ears! 

“Wait – aren’t we going to stay up late and watch movies and eat cheese pizzas like we usually do?” they said. “What do you mean you have to go to church – you can go to church anytime – but you can’t be with us anytime? Come on, Luke, what’s more fun – sitting in church or hanging out with us?”

Luke didn’t want to hurt his cousins’ feelings, but if he had to choose, he would pick church. Hmmmm…how could he tell them that without making them feel badly? Luke said a quick prayer and then shared with them.

“You all KNOW I love coming – not only are you all my cousins, but you are my second best friends!”

“What do you mean…I thought we were your best friends!” they said. “Oh, I get it now…you’ve got another best friend – probably you talk with them at church – that’s why you want to go there every week” they said…feeling a bit sad.

“NO – it’s not like that at all – well, I guess I’ve never told you this before, at the end of school this year, I made JESUS my best friend! I asked him to come into my heart and be the boss of my life – and ever since I did, things have changed for me! That’s one of the reasons I love watching super hero movies – because they remind me of my new super hero – Jesus!”

Samantha and Samuel didn’t know what to say. They felt badly for the things they said to Luke. “Well, we don’t know much about Jesus, so I guess if he’s your new super hero, you better tell us all about him!”

And Luke did just that. He had his Bible in his bag and he pulled it out and opened it up to Luke, chapter 4:18
“My mom and dad called me Luke, because they loved this verse in the Bible about why Jesus came into the world – this is how I got my name. Listen how cool this is:”
"The Spirit of the Lord is on me. He has anointed me 
to tell the good news to poor people. 
He has sent me to announce freedom for prisoners. 
He has sent me so that the blind will see again. 
He wants me to free those who are beaten down.” Luke 4:18
“And that’s better than any super hero we’ve ever known! That’s why, when I heard about how great being a follower of Jesus is, I wanted to follow him and do the things that He does. I like to go to church so I can learn more – how to stop doing the things I shouldn’t do and how to start doing the things I should do – and learning how to tell others how they can find Jesus, too!”


Luke’s cousins just sat there – not saying a word! Luke wondered if they were mad at him or if needed to call his parents to come and pick him up. He didn’t want to go home, but his mind was made up – even if his cousins were upset with him – he knew that he was going to church in the morning…even if it meant no cheese pizza or midnight movies.


“Well, we better go to bed” Samantha said. Samuel got up and turned off the Captain America movie that they had just put in the DVD player and said, “Yup…if we’re going to get up early and go to church with you Luke, we better get some sleep!”

“What? You want come WITH me? I thought you were mad at me!” 


“Well…we are surprised. We thought we were best friends” Samuel said. “We ARE” said Luke. “Well, if we are best friends, then don’t you think best friends should tell each other about Jesus?” Samuel said.


“You’re right” said Luke. “I should have told you, but I thought you just wanted to have fun hanging out together eating pizza, playing the Wii and watching super hero movies” said Luke.


“We can still do all that, Luke, and go to church with you! Ever think that we may want to know more about the world’s BEST SUPER HERO” said Samantha!


“Oh, boy! This is the second best day of my life!” said Luke.

“What’s the first” asked Samuel. “The day I asked Jesus into my heart!”
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BIBLE MEMORY VERSE:  Jesus said, “The Spirit of the Lord is on me. He has anointed me to tell the good news to poor people.” Luke 4:18








RETURN:  Return to the Life Group.  Have the children show everyone the poster board, with the names of their friends written down. Tell the group that the children are going to pray and ask their friends to come to church with them.  Have the children pray with the Life Group and share in the fellowship time together.
