Social Network: Checked In
Life Group Agenda for the week of September 4th though September 10th
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Social Network.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.

WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word.  This week’s truth to be shared: The places where we spend our time determine where we end up in life.
In life there are people and places that we need to connect with if we are going to experience all that God has for us. Connecting in our personal relationship with the Lord helps us fulfill God’s plan for our lives. Connecting with the Word of God helps us live a victorious life. Connecting with other Christians helps us have others in our lives to encourage us, challenge us, and help us stay on track. Finally, connecting with the church by serving inside the church and outside the church helps us stay committed to the mission of reaching all people for Christ.

There are also people and places in life that we need to avoid if we are going to be successful in our relationship with the Lord. Avoiding people who give unbiblical advice will help keep us from making poor decisions. Avoiding places where trouble always seems to happen will help keep us from compromising our integrity. Finally, avoiding places that remind us of our past will help keep us from going back to our old way of living.

INTRODUCTION: Have you ever been somewhere where you thought to yourself, “I probably shouldn’t be here.” Where and Why?
Allow 5 – 7 minutes for this question.
OBSERVATION: Read Psalm 1:1-3, 6. What are some of the perks that we see in this passage for those who “check in” with the right people and the right places?
Spend about 5 – 7 minutes on this question.

UNDERSTANDING: The passage we read showed the blessings we receive when we spend our time with godly people and in godly places. What are some consequences you have experienced in the past for being in the wrong place with the wrong people?
Spend about 10 minutes on this question.  
Often times we allow ourselves to be in places that we know are not good for us because we think we can handle the situation on our own without compromising or falling into sin. Other times we spend a large amount of time with people who desire to lead us into temptation and away from the Lord. Sometimes we do not want to let go of old relationships because we have a false sense of security when we are with them.
UNDERSTANDING: Can you share a time when you chose not to go somewhere, or not to hang out with someone that you knew was a negative influence, and you saw God’s protection and/or blessings as a result?
It is up to us to choose where we will spend our time and who we will spend our time with. We must always remember that God never intended for Christians to journey on their own in life. In fact, the term “Brothers/Brethren” is used 977 times in the Bible. Choosing how and where to spend our time, as well as who to spend it with is critical to our success in our relationship with the Lord.
APPLICATION: What are some ways that you can avoid spending time in the wrong places and with the wrong people?
Spend about 10 minutes on this question.
PRAY: That God would help you to spend your time wisely by developing your relationship with Him, with other godly friends, and by being involved in serving inside and outside the church. Also take this time to pray for one another’s praise reports, needs, and concerns.
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

· Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.

· Don’t stop… SERVE LIKE CRAZY, plan your Life Groups next serve event.

· Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
