What’s Your Dream? 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Sept. 21-27, 2008
Introduction to the FSGC: For the next 6 weeks, we will be discussing, “The Game of Life: Formulating Your Life Development Plan.” Our discussion will correspond with the sermons in our weekend church services and utilize the book, “Chazown.” Everyone in your group should have a copy of the book and plan to bring it each week. Also, you should have received 5 DVD’s for your group. You will begin using these DVD’s next week. There is not a DVD for this first agenda.

Because you will likely have some new people in your group for this campaign, you will want to take some time to get to know one another. The ice breaker this week has more questions to allow you to do that.
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. To get to know each other, ask, “What is your name and what do you like to be called? Where do you live and what is one other place that you’ve lived? If you were coerced by someone to attend this group, who coerced you? What do you hope to gain from being a part of the group? For the Icebreaker, ask, “At the end of your life, how do you want to be remembered?” We are beginning our Fall Spiritual Growth Campaign – The Game of Life. In this series we are discussing how to discover God’s vision and purpose for our lives. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.

WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Encourage everyone, including the Children and teens to participate in a time of worship. (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Proverbs 29:18 & Acts 20:24.
1. Thinking about the icebreaker question above, how would you want the following statements to read in the final days of your life? (you will want to have a sheet of paper for each person and something for them to write with)

a. The thing that was most important to me was . . .

b. People say I stood for . . .

c. I made a difference in my world by . . .

d. God was glorified because I . . .

e. People knew I loved them because . . .

f. The reason I expect God to say, “well done” is . . .

Have everyone discuss their answers to the above statements.

2. If money were no object and you could do anything you wanted for the rest of your life, what would you do? 
3. Besides loving, caring for, and ministering to those who are most important to you, what is the number one thing you believe God wants to accomplish through you?
4. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. For next week, encourage everyone to read pages 118-131 in the Chazown book.

2. Two upcoming opportunities for your group members to serve: 1. We are in the midst of planning for the Fall Family Festival to be held on Oct. 31st. 2. Post-hurricane serve teams. Please contact your community pastor for more details. 

3. The next I Want to Know event is Sunday, October 5th. If anyone in your group would like to explore membership at Celebration Church, you can register them through your community pastor.
4. We have had the kickoff to our Fall Spiritual Growth Campaign this weekend. This year’s emphasis is: The Game of Life: Formulating You Life Development Plan. In addition to a great sermon series, there will be specially written Life Group agendas with discussion starter videos on DVD for each Life Group. Pray that God will use this time in the lives of our church members to help them find the vision that God has for them.  

5. Wednesday, September 24th is the date for the City-Wide See You After the Pole rally for the youth. It will be held in our worship center at Transcontinental. 
6. Also on September 24th, there will be a special meeting to discuss the upcoming vote on the sale of our Transcontinental worship facility in the school auditorium at CCCS.

7. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
