Transforming Your Work 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Oct. 26-Nov 1, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “If you could be a missionary to anywhere in the world, where would it be and why? We are in the midst of our Fall Spiritual Growth Campaign – The Game of Life. In this series we are discussing how to discover God’s vision and purpose for our lives. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.

WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

Show the fifth DVD – Work Life

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Ecclesiastes 2:17, Ephesians 2:10, Colossians 3:23, Proverbs 3:5-6.  
1. How can a person know God’s purpose for their work life?  
2. What has God taught you through your current work experience (whether you work a typical 9-5 job, are self-employed, attend school, or work at home taking care of the household)?
3. When your work is something that is outside of what you are gifted for and passionate about, life can become frustrating. What is something that you are really passionate about even if it does not relate to your current job (we won’t tell your boss)?
4. If money were no object and you cold do anything you wanted for the rest of your life, what would you do?

5. Besides ministering to those who are most important to you, what is the number one thing you believe God wants to accomplish through you? 

6. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Two upcoming opportunities for your group members to serve: 1. We are in the midst of planning for the Fall Family Festival to be held on Oct. 31st. 2. Post-hurricane serve teams. Please contact your community pastor for more details.

4. For next week’s Life Group, plan a special Celebration meeting where you can come together to celebrate what God has done in the lives of your members during this Fall Spiritual Growth Campaign. Use it as a time to invite new people to the group to hear what you’ve been experiencing and to join you for the next series of lessons.
5. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
