One Heart for God’s People! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Nov 9-15, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Are you comfortable going to dinner or a movie alone or is that awkward for you? We are beginning a series titled, “One Heart.” In this series we are discussing God’s desire for unity in the body of Christ. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.

WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read John 17:6-19.  
1. Who is the focal point of Jesus’ prayer in verses 6-19? Why?
2. Have you ever had someone call and say they are praying for you? How does or how would that make you feel? 
3. What is Jesus’ concern in verse 11 and 15? What is it about the world that causes Jesus to pray for God’s protection of his followers?  
4. How can we be in the world and not of the world? Can you name a time when you felt out of place in the world?
5. The word, “sanctified,” means to be “set apart.” What are some ways that living as a believer sets you apart from others? How do you find common ground with unbelievers in order to witness to them if you are to be “set apart.”
6. What does this passage tell you about the heart of Jesus for his people?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

2. Discuss, as a Life Group, the possibility of attending the City-wide Thanksgiving service together on Sunday, November 23rd at Franklin Avenue Baptist Church. It will start at 5pm and will be a great opportunity to see what can happen when the body of Christ is living and worshiping in unity.

4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
