One Heart for Our City and Region! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Nov 23-29, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What is the most interesting city or region you’ve ever visited? We are in the midst of a series titled, “One Heart.” In this series we are discussing God’s desire for unity in the body of Christ. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.

WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Acts 1:8; 2:1-11 & 2:37-47.  
1. On the day of Pentecost, the disciples were all together in “one accord.” They were unified. How important do you think this unity was for the coming of the Holy Spirit? Why?
2. When they were filled with the Spirit, they began to proclaim Christ boldly. What was it about being filled with the Spirit that caused them to go from cowards to bold witnesses? How can the Holy Spirit help us in sharing our faith?
3. How can living and walking in the Spirit help us to be unified with other believers in our city and region? What can we do as individuals and as a church that would exhibit that unity? 
4. What was it about the early church that seemed to draw people to it? Do you think the church today struggles with having the depth of fellowship that apparently existed in the early church?
5. What can we do to enhance the fellowship and closeness of our group?
6. What steps do you need to take to be more like Jesus?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
