One Heart for Our World! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Nov 30-Dec 6, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What did you do for Thanksgiving? We are in the midst of a series titled, “One Heart.” In this series we are discussing God’s desire for unity in the body of Christ. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.

WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Matthew 28:19-20.  
1. What do you believe are some of your purposes in life?
2. Jesus tells us in this passage that our primary purpose as believers is to go and tell, so why don’t we more regularly tell people about Jesus?
3. What are some ways (think creatively) that we can share the gospel with others? Which way do you think would be effective for you? 
4. What does it mean to “make disciples?” Who do you know who needs to become a disciple of Christ?

5. Is sharing your faith and discipling others something you can accomplish well in your own strength? How does Jesus empower us to do this?  
6. What do you need to do to be a better witness and discipler?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
