Get Ready for Your Chazown in 2009! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Jan. 11-117, 2009
ANNOUNCMENTS – 
· We are making plans for our annual Prayer and Fasting emphasis. It will begin on January 12th and end on January 31st. Pray now about how the Lord would have you participate.
· Attention Men – We are planning a men’s retreat for January 23rd and 24th. It will be held at our Airline Campus. Call the church office for more details.  
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Have you made a New Year’s resolution that you are willing to share with the group?”  We are in the midst of a series called, “Get Ready.” In this agenda, we are going to discuss how we can discover God’s Chazown or purpose for our lives and ministry in 2009.   

WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Luke 4:16-21.  
The Lord has great plans for our lives in 2009. We can all take the opportunity of starting a new year to set some goals for ourselves and our families for the year. When we do, we need to consider the ways in which God would have us minister to others. With that in mind, we are going to discuss the five areas of ministry mentioned in our passage for today and that were covered in this weekend’s sermon.
Salvation to the unsaved. 
1. What are the greatest needs of people in our city and world? (We know the greatest need is for salvation).
2. Who in your circle of influence needs to know the salvation and forgiveness that Jesus offers? Our Life Groups are going to be planning Reach events the week of February 1. Some will do Super Bowl parties on the 1st, others will do some other kind of fellowship/event during the week at their regular Life Group time. It becomes a reach event when at least one un-churched person attends. What is your group going to do as a Reach event in February?

Consolation to the bereaved.

3. What can we say to people who come to us with broken hearts?
4. Who do you know who needs to experience healing in their heart? 

5. What can our Life Group do to minister to those in our city who are hurting?

Emancipation to the enslaved.

6. Who do you know who needs to experience the Lord’s freedom?
7. From what has the Lord set you free?

8. What can our Life Group do to help others experience the Lord’s freedom? (Many people tell us that they experience freedom when they begin attending Celebration. Consider who you might invite to attend a future service. Team weekend on Jan 31st and Feb 1st would be a great opportunity).

Illumination to the blind.
9. Who do you know who struggles with spiritual blindness?
10. Who or what helped you to “see” your need for the Lord?

11. What can our Life Group do to plant seeds of the gospel in the lives of others? (Leaving a gospel tract with a tip at a restaurant; giving away Bibles; etc.).

Liberation to the oppressed. 
12. Who do you know who struggles with oppression of the mind and soul? 
13. Many in our city and region struggles with oppression and it is often of a spiritual nature. What can we do as a Life Group to help relieve some of the oppression that has a stronghold on the people of our city? 

14. How can we pray for one another this week?

WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Consider making a commitment this year to read the whole Bible. 
2. Is it your Life Group’s turn to work in the Nursery or serve as greeters? Each month you have the opportunity to serve together in an important ministry in our church. Consider the positive impact you can have in others as you offer a smiling face at the door or a nurturing spirit with the preschoolers. Contact your community pastor to volunteer.

3. Think about someone you know that you can invite to Life Group next week.
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
