WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Who was one of your closest friends growing up?”  We are in the midst of a series called, “Get Ready.” In this agenda, we are looking at why Jesus performed miracles and how miracles can impact our lives. Let’s pray for our church at this time
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Luke 5:17-26.  
1. Why do you think Jesus performed miracles? What are some of your favorite miracles in the Bible? Why?
2. What does this passage say to you or cause you to think about the power of Jesus? How can we experience this power on a daily basis?
3. The man in the story was brought to Jesus for healing, so why did Jesus bring up forgiveness of sins? 
4. Do you know someone who needs the forgiveness and healing Jesus brings? What can you do to help them experience His touch in their lives?
5. After the man was healed, what do you think the atmosphere of that room was like? How can we celebrate God’s goodness in our lives on a regular basis?
6. In what area do you struggle and need to experience the healing power of Jesus? 
7. How can we pray for one another this week?

WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Have you planned your reach party yet? Plan a reach party for your Life Group where you can invite others to join you for fellowship. Contact your community pastor for ideas and information.
2. Think about someone you know that you can invite to Life Group next week.

3. Take a few minutes to pray for the lost people you know and ask God for opportunities to witness to them.
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
