GOD HAS GREAT PLANS FOR HIS CHILDREN (Part 3)
Life Group Agenda for the Week of March 25 – April 1
WELCOME (15 mins) – Welcome everyone (children, teens, adults).  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationship with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline.  Today, we are continuing a study titled, The Glass Is Half Full.  We’re looking at some challenging aspects of our lives, and learning how to develop the faith needed to overcome those challenges.  “What would you spend your money on if you were a billionaire?” Today we’re going to be studying again the issue of Christian finances, and learning to bless God, ourselves and others through our finances. Let’s pray for the Lord to meet our needs and utilize our finances to help others.  PRAY
WORSHIP (15 mins) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to go to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (40 mins) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us through His Word.  Read Jeremiah 29:11, 1 Timothy 6:6-10, 17-19
1. “What do we learn from 1Timothy 6:6-10?” and “Why do people strive to be rich?”
2. “What’s the difference between striving to be prosperous and loving money?” and “Why does the Bible say that ‘the love of money is the root of all evil’?”

3. “What do we learn from 1Timothy 6:17-19?” and “Why do people put their hope in wealth?” and “How we overcome the temptation to ‘put our hope in wealth’?”
4. “What are some good things we can do with the finances and possessions God has blessed us with?” and “What do you think it mean to ‘lay up treasure in heaven’?”

5. “How would the world, the ministry of our church and the lives of others be improved if we all lived by 1Timothy 6:17-19?”

6.  “How can we best pray for you and for others in your life?”
WITNESS (15 mins) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

· Let’s prepare ourselves for ministry to others by:

1. Praying for the people on our “list” who need to come to or come back to the Lord

2. Finalizing plans for a Spring Fellowship/Outreach event in the first week of April, and carrying through with invitations to our lost and unchurched friends and family
3. Preparing to attend together upcoming Connection Track (on Sundays) or Equipping Track classes (on Wednesdays) 
4. Making Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowshipping together

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
