Letting Go – Letting God! 
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of May 27- June 2, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Have each person share their name (if you don’t already know each other) and one truth or thought or scripture that God has impressed upon you this week. We’re in the midst of an emphasis titled, GETTING HEALTHY.  In this emphasis we are talking about how to get ourselves right so that our world can be right as well – how to overcome our hurts, habits, and hang ups. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (50 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word.  We are talking today about surrendering our lives to God. Read Psalm 46:10, Matthew 11:28-30 & 16:25-26.
1. Psalm 46:10 says, "Be still and know that I am God." Why is it necessary to be still in order to know that God is God?
2. What kinds of things (other than lack of time) keep your soul from being still before the Lord?
3. What are some things that make you weary or tired? 

4. According to Matthew 11:28-30, what is the benefit of giving your burdens to the Jesus? Name some burdens people can give to the Lord or share with the group a time when you gave a burden to the Lord and He gave you peace. 

5. In Matthew 16:25-26 what was Jesus saying when he talked about gaining the world but losing your soul (or life)?  
6. What does it mean to “surrender” something you posses? If you’ve surrendered your life to Jesus, share with us what that was like initially. What does it take to stay surrendered?
7. How can we pray for one another? Let's take some time to pause for silent prayer. Let me give you five or so minutes to quiet your heart before the Father. Let us pray and wait in silence before the Lord. Let us rest in His presence. Let us enjoy His peace flowing through us like a river. (Close the prayer time in whatever way is appropriate).
WITNESS (10 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Make plans to attend together needed Connection Track classes (Sundays @ 9:30 am)

2. Attend “The Battleground” class being taught by Pastor Dennis each Wednesday night in June from 7-8pm in the worship center.

3. Making Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowshipping together

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
