Reconciling Relationships! 
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of June 17-23, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Have each person tell the group their favorite breakfast food. We’re in the midst of an emphasis titled, GETTING HEALTHY.  In this emphasis we are talking about how to get ourselves right so that our world can be right as well – how to overcome our hurts, habits, and hang ups. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (50 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word.  We are talking today about bringing healing to the relationships in our lives. Read Ephesians 4:31-32 and Colossians 3:13
1. Verse 31 of Ephesians 4 gives us a list of things of which we should rid our lives. How do these things poison the person who has them?
2. We are warned in Hebrews 12:15 to not let bitterness “take root.” How is it that people (even Christian people) allow things like rage, anger, and bitterness to get such a stronghold on their lives?
3. Verse 32 is a great contrast to verse 31. Who do you know that has exemplified this verse?
4. Colossians 3:13 says to “bear with one another.” Is this just referring to the people who are  like us? Is it referring to nice people or obnoxious people? What exactly does “bear with one another” mean?

5. We are to forgive as the Lord forgave us. Describe the characteristics of the Lord’s forgiveness. How can we forgive as He forgave us?

6. Who do you know that you need to forgive? Do you have fences to mend with someone? How can we pray for one another in this endeavor?
WITNESS (10 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Enlist a multiplication leader or co-leader for your group. Encourage them to attend the next Cell Life Orientation training beginning July 11th at 6pm.
2. Talk about plans to multiply your group in the next 3-6 months.
3. Have you planned a time outside of your Life Group meeting to have a fellowship next month?
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowshipping together

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
