LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of June 24-30, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Have each person describe the different hairstyles they’ve had over the years. We’re in the midst of an emphasis titled, GETTING HEALTHY.  In this emphasis we are talking about how to get ourselves right so that our world can be right as well – how to overcome our hurts, habits, and hang ups. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (50 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word.  We are talking today about persevering against the struggles and strongholds of our lives. Read 1 Corinthians 10:12, 15:58 and Philippians 1:6
1. “What causes believers to fall back into sin or strongholds in their lives?”
2. “Can you think of someone in the Bible who succumbed to pride which caused them to fall?” 
3. “When do you feel weakest against temptation?”
4. “What activities or thought processes best help you to avoid succumbing to temptation?”

5. “What did Paul mean in Philippians when he said that the good work started in you would be carried on to completion?” and “What roll do we play in that work being completed in us?”

6.  Ecclesiastes 4:9 says that two are better than one. How can we help one another avoid the pitfalls of falling back into a sinful lifestyle?
7. How can we pray for one another today?
WITNESS (10 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Enlist a multiplication leader or co-leader for your group. Encourage them to attend the next Cell Life Orientation training beginning July 11th at 6:30pm.
2. Plan to participate in upcoming connection track classes each Sunday in July at 9:30am. (Except July 1st).
