Change Is Here to Stay! 
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of July 8-14, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “When and how did you learn to drive a car? We’re beginning an emphasis titled On the Threshold of Victory: a study in the book of Joshua.  In this emphasis we are talking about the steps we need to take to “possess the land” or position ourselves to receive God’s greatest blessings. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (50 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word.  We are talking today about how we can embrace change by stepping out in faith as God leads. Read Joshua 1:1-18
1. When have you had to embrace change?

2. What changes did Joshua and the people of Israel face, and what do we learn about embracing change from this passage?
3. What makes change difficult and what are the benefits of change?

4.  What changes are you facing in your life today? 

5.  What verse of Scripture will help you navigate the changes in life you currently face? Describe what life would look like for you if you wholeheartedly embraced the verse you chose.
6. As we pray for one another today, let’s keep in mind the changes we need to make in our lives to follow the Lord obediently.
WITNESS (10 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Enlist a multiplication leader or co-leader for your group. Encourage them to attend the next Cell Life Orientation training beginning July 11th in room 216 at 6:30pm (Light meal at 6pm).
2. Participate in our services in July with the theme of TRANSFORMERS.
3. List four people in your life that need to make the most important change of surrendering their life to Jesus. Make a commitment to pray for them everyday for the next week.

4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
