Remembering the Milestones! 
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of July 22-28, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “Tell us about an experience or event that you will never forget? We’re in the midst of an emphasis titled On the Threshold of Victory: a study in the book of Joshua.  In this emphasis we are talking about the steps we need to take to “possess the land” or position ourselves to receive God’s greatest blessings. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (50 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word.  We are talking today about setting up spiritual markers in our lives to remember the times of God’s provision and protection. Read Joshua 3:1-4:8
1. Israel faces a defining moment in this passage. What do we learn here about defining moments and God?
2. What are some life-defining moments in people’s lives today?
3. God instructed them to set up stones as a memorial. Why was that necessary? Why couldn’t they just tell the story to future generations without stones?
4. How do people today memorialize or build monuments to things in their lives? Why is it important to remember?
5. What monuments or memorials do you have in your life to remind you of God’s presence and power in your life? How has God come through for you? 

6.  What could you do as an individual or a family to celebrate the things God has done in your life?
7. How can we pray for one another?
WITNESS (10 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Have you planned an outreach fellowship for the month of August? Invite those you know who are lost.
2. Plan to participate in our Back to School weekend on August 18-19. 
3. Take the New Member 101 Class on August 5th at 9:30am.

4. Encourage those new to the church to attend the Pastor’s Dinner on Sunday, August 26th at 5pm where Pastor Dennis will share the history, vision, and values of Celebration Church. 
5. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
