Remembering the Milestones! 
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of July 29-Aug 4, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “When was the last time you did something for the first time? We’re in the midst of an emphasis titled On the Threshold of Victory: a study in the book of Joshua.  In this emphasis we are talking about the steps we need to take to “possess the land” or position ourselves to receive God’s greatest blessings. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word.  We are talking today about setting up spiritual markers in our lives to remember the times of God’s provision and protection. Read Joshua 5:13-6:27
1. What was God’s plan for conquering Jericho? and Why did Joshua believe God’s plan would work?
2. Based on this passage, what should our strategy be for dealing with barriers or obstacles in our life?
3. What walls and obstacles do people today deal with in their lives and what do they do to try to knock those walls down?
4. Verse 16 says "God has given us this city." We hear this sentiment in songs. What does it mean, "God has given us the city?

5. What walls have you seen come down in your life? How did it feel?
6.  Exactly how were the walls of Jericho destroyed? Did God ever use this method again to destroy a city? Does God ever use the same method twice? 

7. If this method worked in this case, why do you think God never used it again? What does this tell you about God? 
8. How can we pray for one another?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Plan to participate in our Back to School weekend on August 18-19. Invite your unchurched friends to attend with you. 
2. Take the New Member 101 Class on August 5th at 9:30am.

3. Encourage those new to the church to attend the Newcomers Dinner on Sunday, August 26th at 5pm where Pastor Dennis will share the history, vision, and values of Celebration Church. 
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
