WHERE Y’AT! 
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Aug 19-25, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “When you were sick as a child, how did your parents make you feel better?” We are in the midst of an emphasis titled Bridging the Gap.  In this emphasis we are talking about the differences between the generations and how one generation can impact another for the Lord. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word.  We are talking today about contending for the faith by having a Christian Worldview and asking, “What is Truth?” Read John 14:9-11; 16:12-15; Romans 1:18-20; 2 Timothy 3:14-17
1. People today often speak of truth as a preference. "I choose to believe this or that. I like to believe that. . ." they say. According to the passage in John 14, who did Jesus claim to be?
2. Jesus said (in essence), "if you can't believe me, look at the evidence." What evidence points to the fact that Jesus was God? 

3. “What do you think of the view that holds that Jesus was a good moral teacher and kind man but was not God?” And “How could people have looked at the miracles Jesus performed and not believed?” 

4. Let's skip to the Romans passage. What information to learn about God in this passage? 

5. Is truth about God plain to everyone? Read the passage again. 

6. What do we learn about God from looking at clouds and mountains? And What can we not learn about God from clouds and mountains? 

7. Look to this passage in 2 Timothy. What four qualities does it teach us about the Bible? 

8. How has the Bible rebuked you? Can anyone give a concrete example? 

9. How are you doing these days in personal exposure to the truth? Have you been reading the Bible at home? 

10. How can we pray for one another this week?

WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Pray for any friends, relatives, or co-workers who do not know the Lord. 
2. Make plans (even as a group) to participate in the 2nd Anniversary Katrina Prayer Rally on Wednesday, August 29th at First Baptist Church, New Orleans. 
3. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
