LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Aug 26-Sept 1, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “If you were shipwrecked on a deserted island, which one tool would you want to have with you?” We are in the midst of an emphasis titled Bridging the Gap.  In this emphasis we are talking about the differences between the generations and how one generation can impact another for the Lord. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word.  We are talking today about God & His word being the source of our values and our obedience to the Source. Read Deuteronomy 6:1-9
1. According to this passage, why we are told to obey God? 

2. What reward is promised to the obedient in verse 2? And What reward is promised to the obedient in verse 3? 

3. Is it always in our best interest to live the Christian life? Why?
4. In verse 5 it says to love God four ways. What are they? And Are these four different ways, or four synonyms of the same way? 
5. How do we love God with our mind? And How do we love God with our strength? 

6. Is loving God an emotional experience? Why or why not?
7. Verse 9 speaks of writing these commands on the doorframes, etc. Is it a good thing to have verses of scripture and such on the walls of our house? 

8. If I were to go to your house, what evidence would I find of your faith, just from looking at the walls? And What can we do to make our home a place where God is honored and lifted up? 
9. How can we pray for one another this week? 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Pray for opportunities this week to share your faith. 
2. Make plans to participate in the upcoming Equipping Track classes. They will begin on Wednesday September 5th and Sept. 12th.  Check the church bulletin or web site for details – www.celebrationchurch.org. 
3. Plan to participate as a group in a mission project. Contact Cornelius Tilton, Pastor of Evangelism, for available opportunities.

4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
