Let ‘Em Have It! 
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Sept 2-8, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “What person has impacted your life the most (aside from Jesus and the person who led you to him)?” We are in the midst of an emphasis titled Bridging the Gap.  In this emphasis we are talking about the differences between the generations and how one generation can impact another for the Lord. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. We are talking today about imparting our faith to the children in our lives or to the next generation. Read Psalm 78:1-8
1. This passage says that we will not hide from our children what we have heard and known. What have we heard and known? 

2. What people in your life passed their faith on to you? 

3. Do you have some stories about God’s love, power, and faithfulness in your own life to pass on to others? Can you share one now?
4. What are the benefits that come from passing on our faith? 
5. What are the consequences of not passing on our faith? 

6. In the rest of Psalm 78 we see the story of how Israel grumbled and complained about the God even after he had not miraculous things in their midst. Are we sometimes as ungrateful to God for what He has done? What do our attitudes towards God communicate to the next generation? 
7. How can we pray for one another this week? 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Pray for opportunities this week to share your faith with a family member. 
2. Make plans to participate in the upcoming Equipping Track classes. They will begin on Wednesday September 5th and Sept. 12th.  Check the church bulletin details. 
3. Begin a prayer time or family devotion time this week if you do not already have one.
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
