The Saints Playbook – The Bible!

LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Sept 23-29, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “What is one thing you want to accomplish in the next five years?” We are in the midst of an emphasis titled Sold Out Saints.  In this emphasis we are talking about being as sold out for the Celebration Saints as we are the New Orleans Saints. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read 1 Peter 3:15 and 2 Tim. 3:14-17
1. Why do you believe the Bible is the Word of God? How has the Bible helped you in your life?
2. In addition to 2 Tim 3:14-17: Psalm 119:11 and 2 Tim 2:15 give us reasons to hear, read, study, meditate on and obey the Word of God. Which areas are you strong in of those five? And Can you relate a story of how hearing, reading, studying, or meditating on the Word has helped you in your life?
3. Do you think that most unbelievers understand the Bible and the Gospel message and choose to reject it or do most just not understand it?

4. How do you respond to those who try to attack or, discredit Jesus, the Bible, or Christianity? How should we respond to such opposition?

5. I Peter 3:15 tells us that we should be ready to tell others about the hope within us. How would you express to others who Jesus is and what he can do for them?

6. Who do you know that needs the Lord in their lives and what can we do as a group to help you reach them?
7.  How can we pray for one another this week? 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. What are some plans that we can make as a group to reach out to people we know who need the Lord?
2. If those in your group are interested in learning more about how to share their faith, encourage them to attend the “Becoming a Contagious Christian” class being held on Wednesday nights at 7pm in room 16 of CCCS. 
3. Encourage those in your group who are new to our church and want to learn more to attend the, “I Want to KNOW,” Pastor’s Event on Sunday, Sept. 30th at 6pm in the Fellowship Hall of the Transcontinental Campus.
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
