The Saints Team – The Church!

LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Sept 30-Oct. 6, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “What do you like most about our/your church?” We are in the midst of an emphasis titled Sold Out Saints.  In this emphasis we are talking about being as sold out for the Celebration Saints as we are the New Orleans Saints. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Acts 2:41-47, Acts 4:32-37 and Romans 12:4-5.
1. The passage in Acts tells us the people of the first century church were devoted. What were they devoted to? What keeps us from being devoted to these same things?
2. Why do you think it was important for these early believers to meet together regularly? Why is it important for us to meet together regularly?
3. What does it take for a church to experience numerical growth?
4. Paul writes in Ephesians about Jews and Gentiles worshiping together. How does knowing and worshiping Jesus help bring people of different races together?

5. Someone called Sunday morning worship the most segregated hour in America. How is that possible in a church founded on the principles of God’s word? 
6. How does worshiping with other believers strengthen our walk with the Lord? How can we encourage others we see at church in their walk?
7. Get a sheet of paper for each person and have them write their answer to this question: What do I love about my church? Have them put their contact info as well. Collect the answers and turn them to your community pastor.
8.  How can we pray for one another this week? 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Is there anyone in our church with whom you are at odds? Plan to take the necessary steps to offer forgiveness and seek reconciliation.
2. Encourage those new to your group to attend the next “I want to KNOW” event on Sunday, October 14 at our River Parishes campus, October 21st at our St. Bernard campus, or October 28th at our Transcontinental campus. 
3. Encourage members of your group to become more involved in our church by volunteering to be a greeter, work in the nursery, or work in some other ministry.  
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
