LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Oct. 7-13, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “Name your favorite sports team (if you have one) and tell us why it’s your favorite.” We are in the midst of an emphasis titled Sold Out Saints.  In this emphasis we are talking about being as sold out for the Celebration Saints as we are the New Orleans Saints. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Acts 2:41-47.
1. How is the church described in these verses?
2. Verse 42 mentions prayer as something on which they focused. How can we improve our prayer lives?
3. Based on these verses, what do you see as the purposes of the church?

4. Where you see evangelism in these verses? Discipleship? Worship? Serving? Fellowship?

5. Of these five purposes, what would you say we as a church are best at? What would you say we are worst at?

6. What is one thing we could do to capitalize on our strength? What is one thing we could do to improve on our weakness?
7. What keeps us from fellowshipping together more? When can we plan a time of fellowship outside of our weekly meetings?
8. How can we pray for one another this week?

WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Pray and ask God for an opportunity to share your faith this week. Come back next week with the name of someone with whom you shared your faith.
2. Encourage those new to your group to attend the next “I want to KNOW” event on Sunday, October 14 at our River Parishes campus, October 21st at our St. Bernard campus, or October 28th at our Transcontinental campus.
