LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Oct. 28-Nov. 3, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “Where were you born?” We are wrapping up an emphasis titled Sold Out Saints.  In this emphasis we are talking about being as sold out for the Celebration Saints as we are the New Orleans Saints. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Eph 1:4-12, Rom 7:21-25, Prov. 27:17.
1. What has Celebration Church meant to you and your family?
2. What is our purpose as created beings? What aspects of your life fulfill that purpose?

3. What is hindering you from experiencing God’s peace or purposes in your life?
4. After reading the passage in Romans, how does it make you feel that a spiritual giant such as Paul had these thoughts?

5. As Christians, are we inviting others to a life of struggle or a life of victory (or maybe both)?

6. What is keeping you from experiencing the liberty God wants to bring to your life?
7. Who in your life sharpens you? What kind of relationship allows for this to happen? 

8. What steps do you need to take to strengthen your relationship with the Lord and with other Christians?
9. Is there anything that God has spoken to you about in this discussion that we need to pray about together?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. On a small piece of paper, write down one area in which you feel that you need to experience victory. Take a minute to talk to the Lord and ask Him to help you and then destroy the paper and throw it away. 
2. Plan to attend the next Leadership Summit on Wednesday, November 7th. There will be a meal at 6pm and the summit will begin at 6:30pm.

4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
