Relation-Tips
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Nov. 18-24, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “What would be the most difficult thing about leaving your current home? We are in the midst of an emphasis titled Relation-Tips.  In this emphasis we are talking about the importance of and the struggles in maintaining healthy relationships. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Genesis 24:1-29, 50-67.
1. What causes relationships to go sour? What causes other relationship to stay strong?

2. Why do you think it was important to Abraham for his son to marry someone from their own people rather than one of the Canaanites?
3. How would you feel about an arranged marriage . . . For yourself? . . .For your children?
4. How important do you think it is for a Christian single to date someone who is also a believer? Where should a person look for good Christian relationships? 
5. If you are married or have been seriously dating someone, what are you’re your best memories and your hardest times in that relationship? 
6. What are some ways that men and women are different? What’s good about these differences? 

7. When you hear stories of how God has worked in the lives of couples you know (maybe in how He brought them together or how He has sustained their relationship) what does that do for your faith?
8. How can the group pray for you?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Think of one thing you would like to do to strengthen your relationships. Make a commitment to work on that this week.
