LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Nov. 25-Dec. 1, 2007
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “What piece of clothing have you had for years and can’t seem to discard? We are in the midst of an emphasis titled Relation-Tips.  In this emphasis we are talking about the importance of and the struggles in maintaining healthy relationships. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Ephesians 4:17-32.
1. What types of conflict have you experienced in your relationships with others?
2. How does Paul describe the behavior of the “old self” as compared to the “new self?” How do you typically respond to conflict? 

3. Paul talks about “putting off” your old self and “putting off” falsehood. What does he mean and how do you “put off” those things?
4. Have you ever been really angry with someone with whom you have a relationship? Is it a sin for a Christian to be angry? Why or why not? 
5. Why is unwholesome talk bad for our relationships? When is the last time someone said something to you that built you up and encouraged you?

6. What motivates you to act in a Christ-like manner in your relationships?
7. Of the challenges Paul gives in verses 29-32, what are the top two you feel you need to work on most? 
8. How can the group pray for you?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Write down those top two things you need to work on based on your answer to the question above and put it in a place where you will see it each day for the next week and ask Make a commitment to work on that this week. 
2. Our first, “I want to ENGAGE” weekend is coming up on December 14th-15th. This is for anyone wanting to move forward into leadership and it deals specifically with our Life Group ministry. If you have anyone in you group who is a candidate for future Life Group leadership, they need to attend this event. Contact the church office or a community pastor for more details.
3. If you feel led to participate in future mission trips, you’ll want to attend the “Fire for the Nations” weekend on December 7th and 8th. Call the church office for more details. 
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
