Kid’s Slot ~ Nov. 4th - SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 Nov. 10th, 2007
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OVERVIEW: Children will learn how they are the “Body” of Jesus.  

PREPARATION: You will need CD player with a praise or worship song (preferably a familiar song that the children know the words to); pencils/pens and paper for each child and adult; a pack of post it notes; a drawn outline of a body on a piece of poster board or larger piece of paper; the memory verse with each word written on a note card or square of paper/construction paper about the size of a note card; the cross from the last Kid Slot. You will also need your Bible and the Children’s Prayer Notebook. (This is a notebook that is kept by the Life Group Leader and brought to the group each week. In it are written the prayer requests of the children.)

BIBLE MEMORY VERSE: 1 Corinthians 12:18 “But in fact God has arranged the parts in the body, every one of them, just as he wanted them to be.”
WELCOME: As the children come in, encourage them to share about their week and you share about yours. Be sure that every child has a chance to share – remembering that everyone shows respect for the person who is speaking. Sitting in a circle on the floor works best for everyone. Take a few minutes to ensure that the children are settled in their spots and are focused – before you get to the heart of the materials.
ICEBREAKER: Ask: Share with the group something you really like about the person sitting on your right. Why is he/she important to you?”
WORSHIP: Everyone take turns sharing something you really love about God. Thank God for all the thing he does for you. Play some quiet music and have the children get into pairs, thanking God for their partner. Sing a praise song together, standing and lifting up your hands to God.
WORD:  

· Give each child a piece of paper and ask them to draw a picture of a person, but put the body parts in the wrong places: put the head where the foot should be; put the eye where the ear should be…
· Talk about what it would be like to have a mixed-up body like the ones the children drew!
· Talk about Jesus, who is sitting at the right hand of God in heaven and the fact that WE are his “Body” on earth, until he returns again: for example; We are his hands and feet, as we go to help others and lay hands on others as we pray; we are his mouth, as we share the Good News to our friends… 
· Read 1 Corinthians 12:18 and share what you think it means.
· Now share how God made our Life Group a part of his “Body.”
· Ask each child to think for a moment, then give them a Post-it note and ask them to finish the sentence, “I am like Jesus’ (name the body part) because I…” For example: “I am like Jesus’ feet because I go to the places he wants me to go,” or “I am like Jesus’ eyes, because I read my Bible.” Continue with other parts of the “Body” of Jesus – His mouth, His hands, His heart, His ears…be sure to write each “Body” part on a separate Post-it note! 
· Take the drawn outline of the body that you prepared earlier and put it on the floor. Put the Post-it notes the children just wrote about being “Jesus’ eyes, etc” on the appropriate location on the body. If some parts of the body were not mentioned, you can add them now.
· Talk about how important each part of the body is. Refer back to the mixed-up body the children drew earlier. Explain how Jesus’ “Body” needs each part in the right place, too!
· Read 1 Corinthians 12:18-21 and talk about it together.
BIBLE MEMORY VERSE EXPERIENCE:
· Say 1 Corinthians 12:18 together, “But in fact God has arranged the parts in the body, every one of them, just as he wanted them to be.”
· Take the individual words of the Bible verse you prepared earlier and put them in the wrong order and have the children say them together.
· Ask the children to arrange them in proper order and say them again. Repeat the verse.
· Pray in pairs again. Have each pair choose one Post-it note off the Body (“I am like Jesus’ hands because…) and pray for each other to truly live that out in their lives.
WITNESSING FOR JESUS: Showing Jesus’ Love
· Take out the cross (from the previous Kid’s Slot time and have the children focus on all those names of their unsaved friends.
· Ask the children to take one of the names of their own unsaved friends and ask them to imagine how they could show the love of Jesus to that friend; being kind; helping them;  

· Pray together about these ideas of showing love to these special friends who don’t know Jesus yet.
· Tell the children that next week we will share what happened when show Jesus’ love to their friends. 
· Hold hands together in a circle. Thank Jesus that you are His Body and that you are going to show Him to everyone you meet this week.

WELCOME BACK!

Welcome the children back into the Life Group.  As adults, we welcome them back with enthusiasm and encouragement…being sure to give them our undivided attention.  Then, have the children recite their Bible Memory Verse. Have the leader explain a little bit about the lesson…that WE are the “Body” of Jesus and that we need to be the feet, hand, eyes, mouth of Jesus to everyone we meet. Remind the adult Life Group members that they, too, are the Body of Jesus. The children then share in the group prayer and fellowship time.
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
