Kid’s Slot – Sept. 23rd – Sept. 29th – 2007
“What Would You Do?”

OVERVIEW: Children will learn that God watches over us and is pleased when we follow Him.  

PREPARATION: You will need some ice cubes, your NIV Bible and the Children’s Prayer Notebook. (This is a notebook that is kept by the Cell Leader and brought to the group each week. In it are written the prayer requests of the children.)

BIBLE STORY & VERSES: Job 1:22

ICEBREAKER: Ask: Has anyone you know ever broken something of yours that you really value, like a video game, a CD player or a special toy?  What did you say or do?

READ: “Oh, What a Guy” Bible Lesson (on the other side)

Discussion Questions:
1. How was Job righteous before God? (He was upright, blameless and feared God.)
2. How was Job blessed?  (He had thousands of sheep, camels and other livestock, many servants, 10 children, etc.)
3. Why did Job always offer sacrifices and offerings? (Because his children may have sinned and he wanted to please God.)
4. What did Satan ask the Lord to do to Job? (Remove the wall of protection around him)
5. Name one bad thing that happened to Job. (He lost his children, he had sores on his body, his servants were killed, his house was blown down by a strong wind, and his sheep and live stock were burned up.)
Life Application:
1. Do you consider yourself righteous – right before God? If so, how are you righteous?

2. Have you ever been attacked by the devil because of your relationship with God? If so, how?

3. Do you think you could pass the test that Job went through? Why or why not?
BIBLE MEMORY VERSE: “Through all this, Job did not sin nor did he blame God.” 
Job 1:22

ACTIVITY/GAME: “Don’t Melt the Ice”

This activity helps kids learn about sharing and working together. You’ll need a supply of equal-size ice cubes.

Form 2 teams:

Have the teams stand in a circle, facing inward.  Give each team an ice cube. At the signal, teams pass the ice cube around like a “hot potato.” If the ice cube is dropped, a five-second “holding penalty” is enforced. [The ice cube is help tightly in the hand of the person who dropped it.] The last team with a bit of ice remaining is the winner. Remind the children that sometimes, things don’t always go right for us in school, with our family or with our friends. Remind them, also, that God watches over them and is happy when we follow him and love him, even when things don’t always go right.
Return:
Return to the Life Group and have the children recite their Bible verse. The children then join in the prayer and fellowship time with their family.

A Story about Job

Once upon a time in a land called Uz there lived a man named Job. He was blameless and upright before God; this means he was righteous or was right with God because he listened to and obeyed God.

Job also enjoyed the blessings of being right before God. He had seven sons and three daughters as well as a bunch of livestock on his land.  Job had 7,000 sheep; 3,000 camels; 500 oxen and 500 female donkeys! And that’s not all: he also had many servants. God blesses us when we walk in righteousness.


Job was so careful to guard his righteousness that he would make several offerings to the Lord whenever his sons and daughters would have a feast. He did this because he was afraid that his children might have sinned while they feasted. Job did this all the time, because he wanted to remain in right standing with God.


One day all of the angels in heaven came and presented themselves before God. This time, however, Satan was among them. Satan is a fallen angel that no longer lives in heaven. The Lord God asked Satan from where he had come. Satan said that he had been walking about the earth. Then the Lord asked Satan, “Have you thought about my servant Job? There is no one like him on the earth. He is right before Me and fears Me and also turns away from evil.”

Satan complained, “Well, I guess he is righteous. You have a wall of protection around him and have blessed him. But if you would remove that wall, he would no longer serve you, but curse you to your face.” Walking in righteousness means that we enjoy the protection that God gives us.
