BELIEVING THE DREAM!
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of April 15-21
WELCOME (15 mins) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline.  “What are some of your dreams and plans for your life and our church’s ministry?” We’re beginning an emphasis titled, A CITY TRANSFORMED:  INVESTING IN ETERNITY (explain the emphasis).  In this emphasis we are going to dialoguing about dreams and plans for our church’s ministry in the future, and how we can all be a part of this mighty work that God is doing.  Two ways we can participate are by:  1) Utilizing the A City Transformed:  Investing In Eternity Prayer Guide (explain and show) and 2) Attending one of the A City Transformed:  Investing In Eternity Group Meetings in the next two weeks (April 15-29).  “Which date would be the best time for us to attend together the Group Meeting with Pastor Dennis?” Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 mins) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (50 mins) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word.  Today we are focusing on the kind of transformation that God can bring to a City through His people.  Read Joshua 14:6-15
1. “Why would someone at Caleb’s age be concerned about taking a ‘mountain’ for God?” and “What is the ‘mountain’ you would like to take before you die?” 
2. Re-read Joshua 14:10-12.  “What are some challenges Caleb faced that kept him from his dream?” “What are some challenges that keep you from your dream?” and “What are some challenges our church faces that keep us from taking our mountain?”

3. Re-read Joshua 14:8-9, 14.  “What do those verses teach us that it takes to achieve great victories for the Lord?” and “Why do Christians want the blessing and power of God without being totally committed and dedicated to the Lord?”

4. Re-read Joshua 14:6, 10, 12.  “What do those verses teach us that it takes to achieve great victories for the Lord?” and “What are some of your favorite promises from God?” and “Why do Christians struggle with believing and acting upon God’s promises?”
5. “What is the ‘mountain’ that God wants Celebration to take in New Orleans?” and “How and why has the Lord preserved and positioned Celebration to take that ‘mountain’?”

6. “What does God want from each of us as we partner with Him in taking the ‘mountain’ He has preserved and positioned our church for?” and “Why wouldn’t we, like Caleb, trust and follow the Lord wholeheartedly?” and “What results can we expect if we do trust and follow the Lord wholeheartedly, or if we don’t trust and follow the Lord wholeheartedly?” 

7. “How can we best pray for you (and your family) as you seek God’s will for you in response to our A CITY TRANSFORMED:  INVESTING IN ETERNITY emphasis?”
WITNESS (10 mins) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

      Let’s prepare ourselves to influence our world for Jesus by:
1. Praying for the Lord to give us the faith and commitment to take our “mountains.”
2. Preparing to attend together needed Connection Track classes (Sundays @ 9:30 am)

3. Making Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowshipping together

Now is the time to have the children return to the group and share what they have learned
