SEIZING THE DREAM!
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of April 22-28
WELCOME (15 mins) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline.  Our emphasis at Celebration is A CITY TRANSFORMED:  INVESTING IN ETERNITY (explain the emphasis).  We firmly believe that the Lord has preserved and positioned our church to accomplish this great vision and dream of transforming our city, and that the strategies of the A CITY TRANSFORMED:  INVESTING IN ETERNITY emphasis will help us to fulfill our great dream and destiny.   “What questions do you have about A CITY TRANSFORMED:  INVESTING IN ETERNITY?” “What have you been learning as you’ve been utilizing the A CITY TRANSFORMED:  INVESTING IN ETERNITY Prayer Guide?” Let’s pray for our Church and city at this time.
WORSHIP (15 mins) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (50 mins) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word.  Today we are learning about what it takes from us individually and corporately to be a part of God’s transforming work in a city and region.  Read 2 Corinthians 8:1-9, 9:6-15
1. “What types of sacrifices must individuals, families and churches be willing to make in order to experience spiritual growth in their lives and transformation to their cultures?” (i.e. the sacrifices of praying, serving, fasting, studying, witnessing, caring, growing, giving, etc.)   “What benefits have you experienced in your life when you have been willing to sacrifice in those ways for God and others?”   
2. Re-read 2 Corinthians 8:1-5.  “What do we learn abut the Macedonian Churches and Christians?” and “What valuable ‘life principles’ do we learn from their example?”

3. Re-read 2 Corinthians 8:6-8.  “What challenge is the Lord giving us through this passage?” and “What would keep us from responding to this challenge?”

4. Re-read 2 Corinthians 8:9.  “What do we learn about the Lord from this verse?” and “Why wouldn’t we want to give back to the Lord even as He has given Himself to us?”

5. Re-read 2 Corinthians 9:6-11.  “What ‘life principles’ do we learn from this passage?” and “How can we demonstrate our belief in God’s principles and promises through our commitment to A CITY TRANSFORMED:  INVESTING IN ETERNITY?”
6. Re-read 2 Corinthians 9:12-15.  “What is God saying to you through this passage?”     
7.  “How can we best pray for you (and your family) as you seek God’s will for you in response to our A CITY TRANSFORMED:  INVESTING IN ETERNITY emphasis?”
WITNESS (10 mins) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

      Let’s prepare ourselves to influence our world for Jesus by:
1. Praying for the Lord to give us vision, faith, commitment and resources to participate sacrificially A CITY TRANSFORMED:  INVESTING IN ETERNITY.
2. Attending one of the A CITY TRANSFORMED:  INVESTING IN ETERNITY Group Fellowships (if we’ve not already attended one)

3. Making our A CITY TRANSFORMED:  INVESTING IN ETERNITY Commitments on May 5-6.

4. Preparing to attend together needed Connection Track classes (Sundays @ 9:30 am)

5. Making Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowshipping together
