WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Would you rather be a movie director or a movie critic? Why?”  We are in the midst of a series called, “Elevate Your Game.” In this series, we are continuing in our study of the book of Luke and discussing how we need to and can “step up” in our commitment to the Lord. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Luke 6:37-42.  
1. How do you think the people of world generally interpret the verse 37? What is the difference between judging someone and confronting sin?
2. Verse 37 says to forgive and you will be forgiven. Have you ever experienced the negative results of unforgiveness in your life?
3. What are some of the negative consequences people encounter when refusing to forgive others?
4. What is it like to experience freedom from bitterness and unforgiveness?
5. According to verse 38, what will God do when we walk in the freedom of forgiveness?

6. How are freedom and generosity connected?
7. Let’s stop and pray, asking God to reveal to each of us any bitterness towards anyone in our lives. 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. List any people that came to mind as we talked about bitterness and unforgiveness. Ask the Lord this week to help you forgive those people and to release you from the pain of bitterness.
2. Begin to plan as a Life Group how you will utilize Easter as an opportunity to get people connected to your group.
3. Think about someone you know that you can invite to Life Group next week.

4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
