· Pray about your participation in our “A City Transformed: Investing in Eternity” emphasis. Ask the Lord how He would have you contribute to the projects that are planned for each of our campuses. 
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Have you ever bitten into a bad piece of fruit? What was it like?” We are in the midst of a series called, “Elevate Your Game.” In this series, we are continuing in our study of the book of Luke and discussing how we need to and can “step up” in our commitment to the Lord. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Luke 6:43-45.  
1. What does the fruit in this passage represent?
2. What kind of person does the fruit tree represent? What kind of person does the thorn bush represent?

3. What quality of fruit would the people who know you best say you are producing: Grade A? So-so? Wormy? Rotten? Why?
4. Writing about this passage, Warren Wiersbe says, “The human heart is like a treasury, and what we speak reveals what is there.” When there is evil in your heart (or a less than Christ –like attitude) what kinds of actions or words come out that reveal what is in your heart?  
5. What habits are in your life that are causing you to store up evil in your heart? What are some habits you have or could begin in your life that can help you store up good in your heart?   
6. How does having faith in Jesus make a difference in the kind of person you are? What are some specific ways that following Jesus has changed you?
7. How can Jesus use your fruit and the good you’ve stored in your heart to transform this city?
8. How can we pray for you this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Think about anything the Lord has revealed to you that needs to change in your life as a result of our discussion. Write down what you will need to do to make that change.
2. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
