WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What were mealtimes like when you were growing up?” We are beginning our journey into a series called, “The Good New(s) where we are looking at Good new things and the Good News. Today, we are continuing in our study of the book of Luke and discussing the events of the Last Supper. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Luke 22:7-30.  
1. How do you think Jesus felt at this last supper with his disciples?
2. Describe a time in your life when you sat with friends during sadness and sorrow. Maybe someone was moving away or you just knew you wouldn’t see each other for possibly a long time. What was it like?
3. What do you remember about the Passover in the Old Testament? What is the connection between the last supper and the Passover?
4. We commemorate the last supper regularly in our church. Why is this an important observance for believers?
5. What do you do to prepare yourself when we have the Lord’s Supper in our services? How can you make it a more meaningful experience?  
6. What is the good news we can gather from this passage?
7. How can we pray for you this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Think about anything the Lord has revealed to you that needs to change in your life as a result of our discussion. Write down what you will need to do to make that change.
2. Make a list of people you could invite to attend a service on Easter weekend. Pray for those people this week. 
3. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
