WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “How do you tend to act when you are sick?” We are in a journey into a series called, “The Good New(s)” where we are looking at Good new things and the Good News. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Luke 7:1-10. 
Today, we are continuing in our study of the book of Luke and discussing the extraordinary faith of a Gentile, Roman Centurion. We will see how his great faith can be an encouragement to all of us. 
1. What is faith? What does it mean to have faith? How would you describe faith to an unbeliever? 
2. How would you tell the story of this passage in your own words; how would you summarize it?
3. How is the approach of the elders different from the approach of the centurion when asking Jesus for help? 

4. What character traits do you believe are evident in the life of the centurion? Do you think these traits are more common in a believer? Are they traits that are necessary for a vibrant faith?  
5. Can you describe a time when you feel like your faithlessness hindered what God wanted to do in your life? What do you think could have happened if you had had faith?
6. What stands out to you most about this story? What do you learn about faith for your own life from this story? 
7. How can we pray for you this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. How has this discussion changed you? How can you help someone else discover what faith is all about this week? 
2. If your group does not already have a multiplication leader and date in mind, talk about one today.
3. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
