Life Group Agenda for the week of May 3-9, 2009
ANNOUNCEMENTS – 
· Mother’s Day is Sunday, May 10th. We will be giving a special gift to each lady in attendance. Take this opportunity to invite your family and friends to join you for our Mother’s Day Services.

· Thursday, May 7th is the National Day of Prayer. Spend some time in your Life Group praying for  our nation and leaders.

· Pray about your participation in our “A City Transformed: Investing in Eternity” emphasis. Ask the Lord how He would have you contribute to the projects that are planned for each of our campuses. 
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What are your memories of your craziest/funniest relative?” We are in a journey into a series called, “The Good New(s)” where we are looking at Good new things and the Good News. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Luke 7:18-28. 
Today, we are continuing in our study of the book of Luke and discussing the doubts that John the Baptist had about Jesus being the messiah and how we can overcome our own doubts and find purpose in life .

1. If you are married, when did you know that your spouse was “the one?” If you are not married, what is the “sign” you look for as that decisive signal you have found the “right one?”
2. Why did John have doubts about Jesus and what exactly was/were his doubt(s)? 
3. Have you ever experienced doubt in life? Can you tell us about it and how it turned out?
4. What are the six things listed in the passage that characterized Jesus’ ministry? Should these characterize the life of a modern day disciple? Why or why not?
5. What can we learn about Jesus’ and John’s purpose in their respective ministries and how they fulfilled their purpose?

6. In a way, all Christians have a common purpose and a more specific purpose. What is the purpose that is common to all Christians? Does your life have a specific purpose? What is it?   
7. If you don’t feel that you have a purpose, how do you think you should go about finding the purpose for your life?  What should you be doing until you find your life’s purpose?
8. How can we pray for you this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. If anyone in the group feels that they lack purpose, how can the group help them in the upcoming weeks? 
2. How can you address the doubts that people in your life have about Jesus?
3. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
