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“The Last Meal Together!”
OVERVIEW: Children will learn about the Last Supper and the meaning it has in Christian’s lives.  

PREPARATION: You will need crackers or bread, a small amount of juice or water and paper cups for each of the children, your NIV Bible and the Children’s Prayer Notebook.

BIBLE STORY & VERSE:1Corinthians 11:25-26; Matthew 26:17-30; Luke 22
ICEBREAKER: Ask:  What is your favorite food?
READ: “A Very Important Meal” Bible Story 

(on the other side)

QUESTIONS TO ASK:
1. Why did Jesus want to have a meal with His disciples?  (Because He was to die soon)
2. What two items did Jesus use to speak about His body and blood?  (Bread and Wine.)
3. What is it called when we get together to remember what the Lord has done for us?  (Communion/Lord’s Supper)
LIFE APPLICATION:  (Since there are no right or wrong answers, encourage the children to share what’s on their hearts.)

DISCUSS:               

1. What can you do to show Jesus that you remember what He did for you?

2. What comes to your mind when you think of how Jesus died for you?


MEMORY VERSE ACTIVITIES:  “ECHO ME”  

Say the first word of the verse; children echo.  Say the next two words, then the next three words, etc.  Children echo each group of words, then repeat entire verse together.  Then invite the children to repeat the verse in similar fashion, giving you time to echo their word groupings.  Invite several children to be leaders as time permits.






The feast of unleavened bread or the Passover meal was fast approaching.  This is the day when Jesus sacrificed the Passover Lamb.  


The chief priests and scribes had been looking for a way, in which they could take Jesus and put Him to death.


Satan then entered into one of the disciples, whose name was Judas.  Judas went to the priests and told them, that he could deliver Jesus to them, but it would cost them some money.  The chief priests and scribes were very happy about this and agreed to pay Judas for turning Jesus over to them.


When the Passover Day arrived, Jesus sent two of His disciples, Peter and John and told them to go and get ready for the Passover meal.  Peter and John asked Jesus, “Where do you want us to prepare it?”


Jesus then told them to go into the city and find a house.  Once they got there they were to ask the man where the guest room was. Once they found the room, they were to prepare for this very important meal.


When Peter and John entered the city they found everything Jesus told them they would find.  There they prepared for the Passover meal.


Along with Jesus at this meal were His twelve disciples, including Judas, who was looking to betray Him!  Jesus told His disciples that He had really wanted to eat this last meal with them before He would die on the cross.  He told them that He would not partake of such a meal again until they met in Heaven.  A part of making a covenant with someone was sharing a meal together.


“And having taken some bread, when he had given thanks, He said, “This is my body which is given for you; do this in remembrance of me.”  After that Jesus picked up the cup and said, “This cup which is poured out for you is the new covenant in my blood.”


The meal that the disciples were sharing with Jesus was not a normal meal that we eat everyday.  It was special.  Jesus wanted to show the disciples that in order for Him to enter into a covenant with someone, it would cost Him His life.  This special covenant would cost even the life of the Son of God!


Jesus used bread and wine to illustrate that He would soon give His body to be killed and His blood would be shed for the forgiveness of the sins of the world.  This was His part in the making of the covenant that God would make with man.  And since Jesus would rise again and go to the Father, He wanted His disciples to remember what He had done for them (and for us!)


When we meet together and remember what the Lord has done for us, this is called communion.  When we eat the piece of bread and drink what’s in the cup, we show the Lord that we haven’t forgotten what He’s done for us.
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BIBLE MEMORY VERSE: “This cup is the new covenant in My blood, which is shed for you.” Luke 22:19








ACTIVITY:  “The Lord’s Supper”


Give to each of the children a small piece of bread or cracker as well as a cup with a small amount of water or juice (be careful of spills!)  Then read 1 Corinthians 11:25-26 to the children and partake of the bread and drink.  As you do so, elaborate on how Jesus gave His all so that we can live in covenant with God.





ADDITIONAL ACTIVITY:  “Name That Person…”


Have each child whisper their middle name to the leader who then writes it on a piece of paper.  After the names are collected, the leader then reads the names off one at a time and the children try to figure out whose name it is.





RETURN:  Return to the Life Group.  After the children recite their Bible Memory Verse to the adults, have them share the story of the Lord’s Supper.    The children then pray with the rest of the Life Group and share in the fellowship time together.

Prayer:  


Ask the children to get in a circle and pray for one another under your leadership. Ask the children to think of someone to bring with them next week and pray for the one they plan to invite. Record prayer requests and answered prayers in children’s prayer notebook.
