The Shining Light 
Life Group Agenda for the week of May 17-23, 2009
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What’s under your bed right now?” We are in the midst of a series called, “Bedtime Stories” where we are looking at the parables of Jesus in the book of Luke. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Luke 8:16-18. 
· We are continuing in our study of the book of Luke and discussing the parables of Jesus. Today, we are looking at Jesus’ use of light to illustrate the point that God’s truth resides in us and we are to share that truth with others. Your group may also want to look at Matthew 5:14-16 for more insight. 
1. What does the light in the passage represent?
2. Can you think of some ways in which light is important to us? 

3. Looking at the Matthew passage, what does this parable say about the kingdom of God? What happens to those who do not listen?
4. What are some negative influences and moral dilemmas that can lead to defeat and a dimming of your light?
5. Are the people in your life influenced more by the darkness of the world or the light in you? 
6. Discuss and write down some ways that you can let your light shine this week? 

7.  How can we pray for you this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. What are some things we can do as a life group to show Christ’s love to others? 
2. The next I Want to Know event at our Metairie Campus is Sunday, June 7th. This is a good opportunity to introduce you newer Life Group members to Celebration Church’s mission, vision, and values. Contact your community pastor to register.
3. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
