Life Group Agenda for the week of June 21-27, 2009
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, What is the most memorable dinner party or banquet you’ve been to? We are in the midst of a series called, “Bedtime Stories” where we are looking at the parables of Jesus in the book of Luke. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Luke 14:15-24. 
· We are continuing in our study of the book of Luke and discussing the parables of Jesus. Today, we are discussing the parable known as “The Great Banquet.” It asks the question, “How have you responded to God’s invitation?”    
1. If you invited someone over for dinner and they didn’t give a response, how would you feel? What would you do?
2. Taking into account Jesus’ reply, why do you think the man says what he says in verse 15?

3. Who are the invited guests and why don’t they come?

4. Who are the poor, crippled, blind, and lame who are invited to the party after the others didn’t show?
5. What are some of the excuses you’ve made or heard others make for not accepting God’s invitation?
6. If you were the servant in verse 23, what would you do to find people to attend the banquet?
7.  How can we pray for you this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Who do you know that could benefit from being a part of the Celebration Church family? How can we help each other reach out to those friends and relatives?
