Powerful Faith in Prayer 
Life Group Agenda for the week of July 12-18, 2009
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Have you ever been forgotten by someone who was supposed to pick you up or stood up by someone? How did you feel” We are in the midst of a series of Life Group agendas called, “Prayer Power” where we are going to study various passages to learn how we can pray with effectiveness, power and authority. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Psalm 13:1-6. 
In this Psalm, which is a prayer of David, we will see how even in the midst of the most difficult storms, God is still with us. Even when we feel as though our prayers aren’t going past the ceiling, God still hears and answers.
1. After reading verses 1-4, what do you think might have been going on in David’s life?
2. Have you ever felt the way David did? Can you identify with his pain? Can you tell us how?
3. Why does God sometimes seem silent when we pray? In your opinion, does God ever abandon us? If not, how do you know He doesn’t? 
4. What do you think enabled David to respond the way he does in verses 5 and 6? What made him so hopeful?
5. What would help you hold on to hope in prayer during desperate times?
6. What circumstances in your life call for the kind of hope seen in verses 5 and 6?
7.  How can we pray for you this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Who do you know who needs to experience the kind of hope and faith David sought and found in the Lord?
2. At the end of this series of agendas we will have the opportunity to have a Life Group meeting where we spend an hour in prayer together.  

3. We have a tremendous opportunity to partner with Rock Harbor church from California in rebuilding two homes in St. Bernard Parish. There are work days almost every week throughout the summer. Contact your campus or community pastor or the church office for more information.

4. Pray for Pastor Dennis and Vicki as they travel and minister in Brazil. Ask the Lord to do great and mighty things through them.

5. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
