Powerful Authority 
Life Group Agenda for the week of July 19-25, 2009
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Briefly tell us about a time you were in trouble with someone in authority.” We are in the midst of a series of Life Group agendas called, “Prayer Power” where we are going to study various passages to learn how we can pray with effectiveness, power and authority. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read John 17:1-5. 
In this portion of this prayer of Jesus, we gain several insights that can help us in our own prayer lives. 

1. What does Jesus ask of the Father in these first five verses of this passage?
2. Who has been given authority, how much authority has been given, and why has it been given? (This is why we pray in the name of Jesus)
3. What did Jesus mean in verse 4? What is the work the Father gave him to do?
4. What was the glory Jesus talks about in verse 5?
5. If all authority has been given to Jesus (Matt 28:18), then do we have access to that same authority? What does that mean for me in my prayer life?
6. Do you know the work God has given you to do that will glorify the Father? What do you think it is?

7. Is there a prayer you’ve been praying, maybe for a long time, that has yet to be answered? How can we partner with you in seeking God to answer that prayer?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. At the end of this series of agendas we will have the opportunity to have a Life Group meeting where we spend an hour in prayer together.  

2. We have a tremendous opportunity to partner with Rock Harbor church from California in rebuilding two homes in St. Bernard Parish. There are work days almost every week throughout the summer. Contact your campus or community pastor or the church office for more information.

3. Pray for Pastor Dennis and Vicki as they travel and minister in Brazil. Ask the Lord to do great and mighty things through them.

4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
