Launching Outward! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of August 2-8, 2009
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Briefly tell us about a memorable camping trip you have had.” We are beginning a series called, “Life Wide Open” where we are going to study various passages to learn how we can move from being “consumer” Christians to “Living Life Wide Open” Christians. This series resumes our year-long study of the Gospel of Luke. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Luke 9:1-6. 
This passage relates a time when Jesus sent out his Disciples to preach and minister. We find a parallel passage in Matthew 10. You might also want to read that passage for your discussion. 
1. What action does Jesus take in verse 1? Why do you think he makes the decision to do 
that?
2. What did he tell the disciples they were to go and do? What were they to take on their journey? Why did he limit their “luggage?”
3. When has God called you to do something outside of your comfort zone? How did you respond?
4. Do you ever worry about how others will react or respond when you follow God’s lead? Can you think of a time when you didn’t do something for the Lord because of worry or fear about how others would respond? How can we overcome that fear?
5. What do you think it means to be “on mission” for the Lord? Who is someone you look up to who is living “on mission” for God?
6. Are you, as an individual and are we, as a Life Group, living a life “on mission” for him? If not, why not? How do we change that reality?
7. How can we pray for you this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. List some ways you could be a more active witness. Keep this where you will see it everyday for the next week.  

2. Speaking of being “on mission:” A tremendous opportunity exists to partner with Rock Harbor church from California in rebuilding two homes in St. Bernard Parish. There are work days almost every week throughout the summer. Contact your campus or community pastor or the church office for more information.

3. Prayer for the Schools – Saturday, August 8th. Call the church office for more information.

4. Back 2 School weekend is August 22nd and 23rd. In preparation, Life Groups are reaching out to those who have visited Celebration. Contact your community or campus pastor to learn how to participate and don’t forget to plan your neighborhood outreach party Aug 9-15.
5. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
