Healing Others! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of August 16-22, 2009
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Among your relatives, who would be considered the spiritual father or mother of the family?” We are in a series called, “Life Wide Open” where we are going to study various passages to learn how we can move from being “consumer” Christians to “Living Life Wide Open” Christians. This series continues our year-long study of the Gospel of Luke. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Luke 9:28-43a. 
In this passage, Jesus and three of his disciples go from a scene of incredible beauty and reassurance of God’s blessing to a scene of ugliness and the reality of the devil’s active involvement in the world. As you discuss the following questions, think about the contrast of the healing & encouragement of God’s Kingdom verses the enemy’s system of destruction. 
1. While Jesus, Peter, James, and John were on the mountain, what was happening in the valley with the other disciples? 
2. What was the reaction of the people after Jesus healed the boy? Why do you think they had that reaction?
3. If you had been among the disciples who failed to cast out the demon while Jesus was gone, how do you think you would have felt? Have you ever felt powerless to help someone? 
4. What do you think it takes to help people find help, hope, and healing? What did it take for you to find help, hope, and healing? 
5. Why is it so hard for people to find and get the help they need? 
6. What are some ways that we can help people find healing for their life? What can we do when we feel powerless to help? 
7. How can we pray for you this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Of the ways we listed in answer to question 6, what is one way that you think you might be able to help someone this week?  

2. Have you done a mission project together as a Life Group lately? Discuss options for this.
3. Back 2 School weekend is August 22nd and 23rd. In preparation, Life Groups are reaching out to those who have visited Celebration and having Life Group parties. Contact your community or campus pastor to learn how to participate and don’t forget to plan your neighborhood outreach party Aug 9-15.
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
